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Abstract: In the last decades many new sources of Electromagnetic Radiation (EMR) have been situated in
different countries in Balkans. Most of those emitters irradiate high levels of EMR in large distances, often reaching other
countries. The need of a good protection against EMR exposure on the environment requires qualitative methods for
evaluating the exposure, and for ensuring safety for all regions where EMR is possible to be spread. According to the
requirements of WHO, EU, ICNIRP and other international organizations we started to collect database for sources of
radiation, to develop programs for risk communication, and to study the problem of “electromagnetic hypersensitivity”. In
addition, we provoked discussion between the Balkan countries on the risk of EMR, creating working groups,
participating in workshops and scientific meetings, starting dialogue on risks with EMR exposure in the region. Before
starting a real collaboration the precautionary approach could be used for providing a good protection and safety. It could
be applied for areas where people are living or staying for long time or temporarily. A good protection is possible, for
instance, by applying zones for different exposures, labeling, caution, and preventive measures. Also special approaches
for children, elderly people, sensitive groups, pregnant women, etc. are very positive methods as a part of the
precautionary principle, proposed by the World Health Organization.
